‘UNDERSTANDING DIFFERENT POLITICAL
PERSPECTIVES’ MEETING REPORT

The next ‘Understanding Different Political Perspec-
tives’ meeting will be held Monday February 9th

at 7pm at the Old Town Hall in Richards Landing.
These are moderated discussions of current affairs
and political issues with a focus on understanding and
respecting different opinions and perspectives.

We last met on January 12th and discussed our
thoughts on topics ranging from the U.S. President’s
ongoing comments about taking over Greenland, what
this would mean for NATO, what was happening in
Minnesota, what had happened in Venezuela, politics
in Kurope, immigration, whether closer economic ties
with China is a good idea for Canada, control of the
media/news, the importance of education in develop-
ing critical thinking, and what are Canadian values
and whether we are still are the country we like to
believe we are. The discussion at our meetings is often
wide-ranging but connected and all are encouraged to
participate and share their thoughts, whether it is to
agree, challenge, question or contradict in a respectful
and open manner.

Since our January meeting, many of the issues
brought up then have continued to progress and
evolve. Canada and China have announced agree-
ments on various trade issues and Prime Minister
Carney delivered a speech at the World Economic
Forum that has created a lot of buzz here in Canada,
but also in the U.S. and internationally. What did you
think of his message and the response? What do you
think Canada should be doing now? There has also
been various international developments in the U.S.,
Europe, Africa, Asia and South America that may be
of interest, as well as stories in Canada with Ontario
on trade issues, energy pricing, questions on spend-
ing, in Quebec with an impending provincial election,
in Alberta with the possibility of a referendum on sep-
aration. What is concerning you? What do you want to
discuss?

The purpose of these meetings is to have a forum
where we can meet face-to-face instead of doomscroll-
ing and arguing online. We discuss issues and topics
that can sometimes divide us, but everyone is en-
couraged to listen to, and try to understand, different
perspectives. These conversations are moderated in
an effort to try and encourage respectful exchanges
and explore ways to approach what could be difficult
conversations in other settings.

Everyone is welcome, no matter your age, your per-
spectives, background or knowledge. There are some
ground rules, but most important is a willingness to
listen and consider what is being said by others.
