


NOTICE OF THE PASSING OF A ZONING
BY-LAW AMENDMENT
THE CORPORATION OF
THE TOWNSHIP OF HILTON

Subject Property: Lot 20, Plan H597 (2524 Hamilton
Drive)

TAKE NOTICE that the Council of the Corporation of
the Township of Hilton passed By-law No. 1490-26 on
February 11, 2026, to amend the Township’s Zoning By-
law, as amended, pursuant to Section 34 of the Planning
Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. P.13, as amended.

The purpose and effect of the by-law is to amend
Section 4.1.2.1 of the Township’s Zoning By-law regarding
detached accessory building setbacks by reducing the
required minimum interior side lot line setback from 2.0
metres (6.5 feet) to 0 metres (0 feet), in order to recognize
the existing detached accessory building as compliant
with the Zoning By-law.

TAKE NOTICE that any person or public body may
appeal this by-law to the Ontario Land Tribunal by filing
a Notice of Appeal with the Clerk of the Corporation of
the Township of Hilton no later than March 4, 2026. The
Notice of Appeal must set out the reasons for the appeal
and be accompanied by the fee required by the Ontario
Land Tribunal.

Only individuals, corporations, and public bodies may
appeal a zoning by-law to the Tribunal. A Notice of
Appeal may not be filed by an unincorporated association
or group; however, it may be filed in the name of an
individual who is a member of the association or group
on its behalf.

No person or public body shall be added as a party to
the hearing of the appeal unless, before the by-law was
passed, the person or public body made oral submissions
at a public meeting or written submissions to Council

or, in the opinion of the Tribunal, there are reasonable
grounds to add the person or public body as a party.

The complete by-law, including an explanation of the
purpose and effect, a description of the lands to which
the by-law applies, and a key map showing the location
of the subject lands, is available for inspection at the
Township office during regular office hours.
