Dr. Paulette Steeves, Professor at Algoma University,
will explore how ancient Indigenous soil knowledge —
including Terra Preta, the nutrient-rich soils developed
in the Amazon — can inspire healthier soils in your own
backyard.

Dr. Stuart Smyth, Professor at the University of Sas-
katchewan, will share insights on sustainability, agricul-
tural innovation, and the future of food.
